Teacher and Student Library Cards 

TEACHER CARDS 

• Provides all the services with a regular patron card plus: 

• Check-outs for six weeks (except special collections) 

• Available to out-of-town residents for FREE if employed by 
Somerset School District 

• Must be renewed every year 

 

STUDENT CARDS 

• Available to any resident of the town of Somerset for FREE 

• Children 4 and up with parent/guardians signature 

• Teens with picture ID 13 and up, no signature needed
